What Could Be Better Than China Spring Elementary? 
 

The first or second day of the school year, a kindergarten class came through the office while 
searching for a run-away gingerbread man.  They had been following clues throughout the 
building.  The children asked if I had seen the missing character.  I told them that he had just 
run through the office yelling, ÒCatch me if you can.Ó  One precious boy looked at me with 
bright eyes and a wide smile and enthusiastically exclaimed, ÒIt just keeps getting better and 
better!Ó 
It was one of the best things I have ever heard a child say about school.  It warmed my heart to 
see such excitement in his face.  I know it was a fun thing they were doing and everything at 
school canÕt be fun, but looking through the eyes of this child made me think about my 30 
years at China Spring Elementary.  I remember my first year as a third grade teacher.  Boy, did 
I have a lot to learn.  I remember the various groups of students and assortment of teachers that 
I have taught or worked with.  It is great to see what the students have done with their lives.  I 
have even taught children of students I taught in the past.  Wonderful teachers have given so 
much to the children at CSE.  Many outstanding principals have come and gone.  Each 
contributed greatly to the culture of China Spring Elementary.  WeÕve grown from a campus 
with two classes per grade to one with 9 classes per grade.  The building has been expanded 
four or more times.  The curriculum in kindergarten is more like it was in first grade in those 
early years of my career.  Third graders are asked to do what was previously expected of 5th 
and 6th graders.  Expectations for student learning have gone far beyond reading, writing, and 
arithmetic.  On the other hand, technology has taken us well beyond the simple pencil and 
tablet education.  What could be better than watching children laughing and running into the 
building each morning?  Who wouldnÕt love a job where you get hugs and high fives every 
day?  When a child grabs you and says, ÒYou smell so good,Ó or Òyou smell just like my 
grandmother,Ó how could you not have smile on your face and in your heart.  Even consoling a 
child who is sad or scared or worried brings an overwhelming feeling that what you are doing 
is important.  All in all, after 30 years, all I can say is, “It just keeps getting better and 
better.”

Allergies?  Colds?  Yes, they have arrived!  Stuffy noses, sore throats, 
sneezes and coughs!  Without fever, these things are okay to bring to 
school!  Everyone should be mindful to cover their mouths and wash 
hands frequently to prevent the spread of germs.  Any time a child has 
a fever of 100 degrees or higher, they must stay home for a full day 
until the fever is gone.  This means gone without the aid of medication.  
Let the meds wear off approximately 6-8 hours and then check the 
temperature and see how they feel before returning them to school.  
Children should never, ever carry medicine at school.  All 
medications must be brought to the office by an adult, and proper 
authorization forms completed.
